Show SPECIFICITY





Means that it “works” on ONLY one reactant





METABOLISM





Def’n: The sum of all the chemical reactions in a         


            cell or organism





Linked sequences = Metabolic Pathways





SUBSTRATE





Molecule(s) the enzyme “works on”





CO-FACTORS





If an organic (carbon-based) molecule, called a CO-ENZYME





Def’n: Non-protein molecules or ions needed for proper enzyme function (“helpers”)





Carry electrons as chemical bonds rearrange or…





Weaken bonds in substrate





Vitamins: often part of co-enzymes
